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This is the time of the year for all of us to pause, catch our breaths, and
count our blessings. There is so much happening around us that causes great
concern. Yet, there remains so much for which to be thankful. We live in a
free country, where we can freely voice our opinions, where we can worship
as we please, where we can travel without restriction, where we can live
where we choose, and where we can raise our families as we see fit. My
hopes and prayers for a bright future for all of us remain undaunted. Happy
Thanksgiving to all of you, and may you enjoy the most joyous of holiday
seasons.

Things have been quiet, yet busy, at Village Hall. Of importance to note,
are the following things:

1. I recently signed a 6 year extension of our electrical aggregation
agreement with First Energy Solutions. In addition to our already agreed
upon terms, we are now guaranteed a minimum yearly 6 percent
reduction in electricity charges for each of the six additional years.
Residents retain the right to opt out if they can find a better deal
elsewhere. Also, FES has made a one-time donation to our general fund
in the amount of $75,000 for extending our contract.

2. Talso signed a two year extension of our contract with Vectren Source
for our natural gas needs. Per the advice of our energy consultant, this
is good for the Village because Vectren's pricing policy seems more
beneficial to Village residents than do other possible suppliers.

3. Council and I have had several meetings working on the budget for
2010. Our revenues are down, yet our expenditures remain fixed at best.
We have made as many cuts as we feel we can, without reducing
essential services.

4. Sewer rates have not been changed since 2001. We currently have a
deficit of $95,000 in our sewer fund. This needs to be addressed.

5. Council recently approved a two year extension of our contract for
waste disposal with J&] Refuse. After a somewhat rough start three
years ago, J&J has worked hard to meet the needs of our residents. While
the rates will go up about 5 percent, they will remain fixed for two years,
and appear to be less than many surrounding communities.

Snowplows and your Driveway

When shoveling your driveway apron, put all the snow to the RIGHT side when looking at the street. This
will eliminate some of the snow that is put back in your driveway.

The Village plows back all the way to the curb in order to remove snow in front of the catch basins. If the
Village does not keep the catch basins open, as the snow melts, the water would have no place to drain and
could cause flooding.

Snow Tips

Parking bans go into effect when snowfalls accumulate to two inches or more in a 24-hour period or less.
If a vehicle is parked on the street during a snow emergency, it could be cited and towed.

Refrain from blowing snow into the street when cleaning sidewalks and driveways. Plowing snow into
the street will obstruct traffic and could create a traffic hazard.

Overnight Parking Prohibited
Overnight parking is prohibited during the hours of 2:00 a.m. and 7:00 a.m. on any day of the week.
Homeowners should advise their guests that overnight parking is prohibited.

Holiday/Vacation Watch
The Silver Lake Police Department provides a House Watch Program to all Village residents. Officers will
routinely visit your home while you are away and check the exterior security of your home.
